On 22 March 2011 in Moscow XII General Assembly of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia was held. The General Assembly was attended by 97 people, 51 of whom are delegates from regional departments, as well as invited participants of the General Assembly, scientific institutions, scientific production enterprises, power structures. 

President of the Association Y.P. Pokholkov reported to the General Assembly on the activities of the Association for the period from 28.03.2007 to 21.02.2011. The report of Chairman of the Auditing committee V.A. Demin was also heard. 


The General Assembly discussed the issues raised by the speakers; the suggestions for improving the activities of the Association were made. The agenda of the General Assembly is enclosed. 

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY RESOLVED:
1. Approve the activities of the Administrative Board of the Association for the period from 28.03.2007 to 21.03.2011, inform all members of the Association on the results of activities of the Association, as well as all interested through mass media.  

2. Consider as main activities of the Association the following:


In the area of organizational activity:


implementation of a complex of organizational activities to strengthen the regional structure of the Association and increase the membership in the Association of individuals and relevant public organizations;

formation of public opinion on issues of higher education with wide use of such forms as thematic round table discussions, public consultations and joint meetings of the Administrative Board of the Association with the governing bodies of other public associations, introduce into practice the holding of problem meetings of the Administrative Board on the basis of branches in the Federal Districts and regional departments, etc.;


continuation of organization of Russian and international symposia, conferences, methodical seminars, public consultations, writing of analytic reviews and their distribution, publication of corporate journal on significant public issues of engineering education as effective form of the Association members participation in the discussions on the problems of engineering education and formation of joint professional opinion on the ways to solve these problems; 

getting involved the federal and regional mass media for informing public at large and authorities on the Association members opinion on problems of engineering education and proposed means and ways of their solution.

In the area of establishment and development of universities of innovative type in Russia:  


assistance to development and adoption of amendments and additions to the Federal Laws “On Education”, “On Higher and Postgraduate Education”, “On Science and Scientific and Technical Policy” for legislative support of innovative activity in Russian universities;

assistance to elaboration and adoption of a Federal Law on preservation and support of intellectual elite of the country;
assistance in professional development of administrative personnel of higher educational institutions;
In the area of improvement of engineering education content:


participation of the Association representatives in the work on improvement of engineering education content within the frameworks of the activities of the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia on the State Educational Standard of Higher Professional Education of “Third Generation”;


assistance to establishment and development in higher educational institutions of system of innovative education and advance elite training of specialists and teams of professionals of world level; 

support of activities for improvement of content and educational technologies of engineering training in accordance with the requirements of the Bologna process;


assistance and participation of the Association in the professional standards development carried out on the initiative of the Russian Union of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs (Employers). 
In the area of development of national system of independent public and professional accreditation of educational programs in engineering and technology:


improvement of national system of public and professional quality assessment and accreditation of educational programs in engineering and technology on the basis of criteria and procedures agreed with relevant international organizations;

assistance to generation of national system of certification and registration of professional engineers involved in all types of practical activity in design, production and application of engineering and technology;   

broadening and deepening of cooperation in quality assessment of engineering educational programs and certification of engineers with Russian, foreign and international interested organizations; 

preparation of materials and application for signing the Washington Accord on mutual recognition of systems of public and professional accreditation of educational programs in engineering and technology by the Russian side.


In the area of international cooperation:


extension of memberships of the Association in international organizations oriented on solving of problems of engineering education; 

continuation of scientific and technical cooperation of engineering higher educational institutions with the countries of the European Union through participation in VII Framework Program;


participation  in projects implementation in international programs. 
3. Send the Message of the XII AEER General Assembly to the members of engineering organizations and scientific educational societies of Japan in connection with the tragic event happened in Japan on 11 March of this year – strong earthquake and tsunami that caused great loss of life (Appendix 1). 
4. Elect President of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia for 2011-2015 Y.P. Pokholkov, Professor, Head of Department of Organisation and Technology of Higher Professional Education of Tomsk Polytechnic University.

5. Elect the Administrative Board of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia for 2011-2015 (Appendix 2).

6. Elect the Auditing Committee of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia for 2011-2016 (Appendix 3). 
7. Make additions and amendments to the Charter of the Association (Appendix 4). 
8. Approve the Regulations on Awards of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia (the Decision of the Administrative Board of the Association № 1/2011, 22 March 2011)

9. Pay annual membership fees in the amount of 500 rubles by transfer to the bank account of the Association or regional department (the Decision of the Administrative Board of the Association №1/2011, 22 March 2011).

10. Create on the official site of the AEER on open access the Association members database indicating full name and organization (the Decision of the Administrative Board of the Association №1/2011, 22 March 2011).

Additions and changes to the Charter 

of the Association for Engineering Education of Russia 
The XII General Assembly of the All-Russian Public Organization “Association for Engineering Education of Russia” aiming at providing the more effective system of management of the Association, guided by the provisions of item 5.5 of the Charter of the Association, resolves: 

        Introduce to the Charter of the All-Russian Public Organization “Association for Engineering Education of Russia” the following changes and additions:

          1. Second, third and fourth paragraphs of item 1.8. of the Charter shall read as follows: 

          «The abbreviated name in Russian: АИОР.

         The full name in English: Association for Engineering Education of Russia;

         The abbreviated name in English: AEER».
          2. Complement item 2.2 of the Charter with the following new paragraphs:

          «- organizes public and professional accreditation of professional educational programs in accordance with international standards;

          - participates in organization and conduct of certification and registration of professional qualifications;».

          3. Paragraph twenty five of item 3.1 of the Charter shall read as follows:

          «- establish centers, commissions, committees, boards and other subdivisions in accordance with the Association activities that act on the basis of the regulations approved by the Academic Board of the Association;».

          4. Item 4.3 of the Charter shall read as follows:

          «4.3. Admission to the Association of a citizen of the Russian Federation is carried out by the board of a regional department of the Association in accordance with the order established by this Charter, by his/her permanent or primary domiciliary on the basis of a personal written application of the entrant. The decision of the regional department board on admission to the Association or on the refuse in the admission is subject to approval by the Administrative Board of the Association and shall take effect from the date of the approval. 

          The entered into force decision of the regional department board on the admission to the Association is the basis for issuing to the citizen of the Russian Federation of the Association membership card of the due form. 

         The Administrative Board of the Association organizes production, execution and delivery of membership cards to the regional departments that provide their handing to the citizens of the Russian Federation admitted to the Association. 

          Admission to the Association of a citizen of the Russian Federation with permanent or primary domiciliary on the territory of a subject of the Russian Federation that has no regional department of the Association is carried out by the Administrative Board of the Association in accordance with order established by this Charter.».
          5. Complement item 5.14 of the Charter with following new paragraph: 

          «- by order of President of the Association enters into contracts on behalf of the Association, conducts negotiations and perform other legal actions for the benefit of the Association;».
          6. Exclude item 6.6 of the Charter.

          7. Complement the Charter with following new item 7.16:

          «7.16. The Association has the right to establish centers, commissions, committees, boards and other subdivisions in accordance with the Association activities that act on the basis of the regulations approved by the Administrative Board of the Association.».
          8. Complement the Charter with following new item 7.17:

          «7.17. The Association has the Accreditation Center situated in Moscow at the location of the Association.».

          9. Complement the Charter with following new item 7.18:

          «7.18. The Association has the Accreditation Board. The chairman of the Accreditation Board and the members of the Accreditation Board is approved by the decision of the Administrative Board of the Association.».
